Learning methods
Equality, Diversity and Inclusion (EDI)

Our vision as a School is to meaningfully position EDI at the heart of what we do and who we are at SOES, thus standing
side by side with Teaching and Learning, Employability and Sustainability. Our approach to EDI therefore brings staff and
students together to enhance the teaching and learning experience, student outcomes and attainment and the staff and
student experience. In this, EDI is infused in our School community with our consultations with staff and students,
engagement with HE sector best practices and training opportunities that are made available to all within the School. Our
strategic approach as detailed in our latest Action Plan (which is updated annually), reinforces this approach with actions
targeted at making a considered impact in operationalising the University’s EDI strategies, policies and supporting
strategic plans (e.g., Black Lives Matter Commitment) at School level.

This course supports the University's equality, diversity and inclusion (EDI)-focused policies and strategies and has being

designed with an inclusive curriculum approach where students will have a learning experience that encourages all
students’ participation with the aim of reducing barriers to learning. The course considers the varying needs of students
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and where possible, approaches pedagogical frames from different social, cultural and geographical contexts thus
providing students with a more robust and holistic conceptualisation of the subject matter. Case studies; authors; guest
speakers, reading lists and critical perspectives are embedded within the course to diversify the curriculum and provide
students with curricula that is inclusive, responsive and intersectional in design.

The teaching team are committed to EDI and attend institutional training sessions on ED], inclusive pedagogies, and
authentic assessment approaches to ensure that they are abreast of the latest pedagogical approaches to EDI. This
engagement in training means that the team can effectively embed such approaches into course and module content. In
addition, the teaching team consist of scholars from diverse backgrounds, both culturally and geographically, which
positively impacts upon the approach taken to support EDI, and to accommodate all students using a range of proven
methods.

The course operates a multifaceted approach to EDI which can be evidenced in the following ways:

e A diverse range of authentic assessments such as presentations, research posters, briefing policy reports and
reports, where students are able to demonstrate choice in terms of essay topic or country choice, so they can draw
on own experience and interests.

e A range of diverse guest speakers from a range of sectors.
e Student enrolment in employment enhancing inititiatoves such as the EDI Future Leaders programmes or other
mentoring programmes.

Problem-based learning

At Level 4, you will study the core module 4BUSS008W Global Business Environment. This is an integrating module
which draws together your knowledge to see the bigger picture of how businesses operate locally and globally. It uses
problem-based learning: working in teams, you identify what you need to know, what you already know, and how and
where to access new information that may lead to a solution of the problem. This helps you to develop flexibility,
knowledge, effective problem-solving skills, self directed learning, collaboration skills and intrinsic motivation. Students
are actively encouraged display to positive behaviour during their collaboration. While this approach is used extensively
in the Global Business Environment module, this is also a feature of other modules across the course.

Blended learning

We use a blended learning approach which combines the best of traditional face to face teaching methods such as
seminars with the use of on-line resources such as videos, tests and quizzes to improve your learning experience.
Blended learning will enable you to:

e Have a degree of flexibility regarding when you study
e Become anindependent learner
¢ Clarify confusing topics by reviewing videos of topics (as many times as required)

* Help you to revise using multi-media resources and not just your own notes

The flexibility allowed for with this approach is an important dimension of ensuring equal access for a range of learners.
Embedding employability and enterprise

Employability and enterprise are strongly embedded in the core modules so that you have the opportunity to relate what
you have learnt to your own career aspirations. This includes taking part in Work Based and Placement Learning (WBPL)
to gain valuable employability skills that will make you stand out when applying for work. Additionally, there is an
opportunity for students to undertake an optional one-year work placement to add value to the student experience.

Specialist research-engaged teaching

At Level 6 you will be expected to undertake substantial reading on all specialist subjects so that you are actively
engaged in the process of research and inquiry; this is good practice for the continuing professional development
expected by employers as well as for those of you who may be planning to continue on to postgraduate study. You will be
guided to read across a diverse range of approaches. Teaching will also be informed by our research so giving you the
benefit of the knowledge of current theories and, where appropriate, their practical application, which can be related to
your own experiences.

Teaching methods
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The BSc Economics emphasises active student learning through seminars, workshops, problem-based and blended
learning designed to engage your interest. Employability and enterprise are strongly embedded in the modules through
the use of practical activities, which will prepare you for work in diverse labour markets. Through this mix of activities we
will provide you with equal access to learning, which will help you reach your full potential. Course material will be
provided electronically through the virtual learning environment platform (Blackboard) which means you can access
learning material when and where you want. For students with disabilities, technology can play a critical part in supporting
learning. Therefore, the Blackboard learning platform conforms to the highest levels of global accessibility standards and
the use of this technology is an important part of establishing a learning culture around accessibility. Blackboard also
allows you to communicate with your group members and your module leader through wikis and blogs and interact and
share information on online platforms such as Padlet. You will be encouraged to work in groups with other students during
seminars and for any non-assessed purpose, including revision. This gives you the opportunity to learn from one another
and helps you to value the views of others and to learn to give and receive constructive feedback. During your time at
University positive behaviour will be encouraged, and we will challenge all forms of negative behaviour or ideas.

Assessment methods

Assessment is an integral part of your learning process. It is designed to promote initiative and creativity, critical thinking,
structuring of coherent arguments, evaluation, research and analysis, professional communication skills, effective group
work, personal reflection, time- management, the ability to meet deadlines, and ability to work under pressure. It is not
merely about giving and receiving a mark: rather to ensure that your competences and abilities in economics are
enhanced.

Formative assessment

Every module incorporates ‘formative assessment’ which you are expected to complete as it provides you with useful
feedback, so you can reflect on your progress and act on the feedback to prepare for the assessments that count.
Formative assessments are important to you as they help you to identify ways in which you can improve and areas of
strength to be developed further. This type of feedback also ensures that extra support is put in place as needed so that
students are given sufficient support to allow them to succeed.

Summative assessment

Summative assessment will measure your individual learning and achievement. Weightings for each assessment element
will vary to reflect the nature and level of the module. The course team actively adopt a variety of summative assessment,
as described below, as this is critically important to ensure that we take account of a range of ways that students can
demonstrate their learning.

Authentic Assessment

Authentic assessment may be understood as assessment that requires students to use the same competencies, or
combinations of knowledge, skills, and attitudes that they need to apply in the criterion situation in professional life.
Examples include: case studies, blogs or presentations.

Assessment types

It is a key University objective to ensure that the assessment and feedback that you receive is clear, consistent, inclusive,
fair, constructive and timely. Across the course as a whole there is a variety of types and modes of assessment, to
promote the development of the full range of knowledge, understanding and skills required to meet the course learning
outcomes. Assessing learning through multiple methods is also important to ensure that a diverse group of learners have
the opportunity to demonstrate their learning. Careful consideration will be given to the design of individual assessment
tasks within modules. The course team is committed to innovative approaches to assessment in order to stimulate

your interest, provide variety and engage you purposefully. The excessive use of traditional forms of assessment will be
avoided and the tasks you will be set will promote higher level learning rather than just the reproduction of information.

Course management

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How do we ensure the quality of our courses and continuous improvement?

The course was initially approved by a University Validation Panel. University Panels normally include internal peers from
the University, academic(s) from another university. a representative from industry and a Student Advisor.

The course is also monitored each year by the College to ensure it is running effectively and that issues which might affect
the student experience have been appropriately addressed. Staff will consider evidence about the course, including the
evidence of student surveys, student progression and achievement and reports from external examiners, in order to
evaluate the effectiveness of the course and make changes where necessary.

A Course revalidation takes place periodically to ensure that the curriculum is up-to-date and that the skills gained on the
course continue to be relevant to employers. Students meet with revalidation panels to provide feedback on their
experiences. Student feedback from previous years is also part of the evidence used to assess how the course has been
running.

How do we act on student feedback?

Student feedback is important to the University and student views are taken seriously. Student feedback is gathered ina
variety of ways.

e Through student engagement activities at Course/Module level, students have the opportunity to express their voice
in the running of their course. Course representatives are elected to expressly represent the views of their peers.
The University and the Students’ Union work together to provide a full induction to the role of the course
representatives.

e There are also School Representatives appointed jointly by the University and the Students’ Union who meet with
senior School staff to discuss wider issues affecting student experience across the School. Student representatives
are also represented on key College and University committees.;

e All students are invited to complete a questionnaire before the end of each module. The feedback from this will
inform the module leader on the effectiveness of the module and highlight areas that could be enhanced.

e Final year Undergraduate students will be asked to complete the National Student Survey which helps to inform the
national university league tables.
